The works I shared are from the series called “Small Crimes”: a reflection upon morality
in contemporary society.

The technique I work with is called mezzotint, an intaglio printing technique that is
rather timeconsuming and took me several years to master.

Since “Small Crimes” contains mainly small-sized mezzotints, my next ambition has been
to make a big-sized print. During 168H I was working on the biggest copperplate
I have done so far: 60 x 80 cm.
